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Writing and Delivering your Soroptimist “Elevator Pitch”
What’s your elevator pitch? - if you met someone in an elevator (lift) what would you tell them about being a Soroptimist in the 30 seconds (about 60 words) between the ground floor and the 4th floor?

The exercise is in small groups

1. Write down your pitch

2. Say it out loud

3. Re-write it 
4. Go round steps 1 and 2 till you are happy with your Pitch.

There are some guidelines below to help you:
1. Why are you a Soroptimist?
The whole idea behind a great elevator pitch is to engage someone in conversation. It's an ice-breaker and a marketing pitch — all rolled into one.

2. Make it have passion
A great elevator pitch comes from your heart – your words – your feelings. What is it about being a Soroptimist that really inspires you?
3. Keep it simple
A good elevator pitch doesn't try and be all things to all people. You will need to modify it depending on who you are speaking to.  It conveys a clear idea in a short amount of time. It might be a few sentences, but no more than a paragraph. Keep it under 30 seconds or 60 words.

You never know what will come from having a great, natural, elevator pitch, but you can bet that you've just increased your chances that it will be good.
